Hello, and welcome to this program from FGM-TV in the week of July 23rd, 2001 – bringing you new and views of Falun Gong.

Falun Gong is also called Falun Dafa

It is an ancient system from China for cultivating the body, mind and spirit to harmonize with the characteristic of our universe: Truth-Compassion-Forbearance – Zhen-Shan-Ren.

To mark the anniversary of the 2nd anniversary of the Chinese government's crackdown on Falun Gong, more than 3,000 practitioners travelled from all over the world to Washington DC.

They came on foot, by bicycle, by van, bus and plane, sending out the message of SOS: urgently help rescue the practitioners persecuted in China

More than 2,000 took part in a solemn parade that travelled slowly through the centre of the city

In the evening of July 20th, thousands of flickering candles lit the base of the Washington Monument, spelling out the words SOS, Falun Dafa

The Kennedy Centre for the Performing Arts resonated with stirring speeches from Falun Dafa practitioners who survived brutal torture in Chinese labour camps and escaped to tell their stories and motivate the rest of the world to make every effort to save the thousands still incarcerated.

The founder of Falun Gong, Master Li Hongzhi, made a surprise appearance about 2:00 p.m. during the conference. Speaking for approximately 40 minutes, he praised the practitioners for their efforts to rescue those who have been detained in China. He further elaborated on principles outlined in his main book of teachings, Zhuan Falun, encouraging his students to strive forward with righteous thoughts at all times.

The conference concluded successfully at 4:30 p.m.

At 5:00, 6:00 and 7:00 p.m. the thousands of practitioners stopped their activities for five minutes each hour to join millions of others around the world in sending forth righteous thoughts for rectifying the evil persecution in China

After the conference, practitioners spread out through the city. Many distributed information to people, explaining the truth of the situation in China. Others practiced the 5 sets of peaceful exercises and offered to teach any bystanders who wanted to learn.
